excellent. I was particularly interested in 
hearing about what had been learned about 
Spotted Wing Drosophila this past year (huge 
losses to this new pest reported in Fraser Valley 
berry crops); to learn about the real story 
behind declining bee health; and to listen to an 
evaluation of new Eastern Filbert Blight- 
resistant hazelnut varieties that could 
rejuvenate the nut industry in BC.  

The presentation on declining bee 
health by Elizabeth Elle (Asst. Professor in the 

Dept. of Biological Sciences at SFU) was well done.
